An upright container such as a large coffee can for holding your brushes 

A hat with a visor to keep the light out of your eyes

You will need to have an arm palette for the class. Here are two options. 

 

Best Arm Palette.  Lightweight, already finished, counterbalanced 

John Singer Sargent Palette 

 

OR

Economy arm palette, not counterbalanced, 

New Wave Palette- Expressionist Confident- wood finish 

 

NOTE: if a palette is for a right-handed person, it is to be held in the left hand.  If a palette is for
